Acquired: Selected by the Argonauts in 6th round of the 1998 Supplemental Draft.  
Resigned as a free agent on February 2, 2004. 
  
2003: Named a CFL All-Star at punter for the fourth time in his career (1999, 2000, 2002) 
and East All-Star at punter… led the East Division in punting yards (5484) and led the CFL 
with his 46.9 punting average, 5 yards more than any other player…signed with the Kansas 
City Chiefs (NFL) in January, but returned in time for week 2 vs Hamilton…played in 17 

regular season games…. week 2, hit four of his FG attempts …had nine punts for 426 yards and seven kick-offs for 426 
yards…week 3, connected on 2 of 4 FG attempts against B.C. and had 6 punts for 272 yards…week 4, had 4 kick-offs for 
212 yards…7 punts for 323 yards, longest being 66 yards…was perfect (3/3) on FG attempts and even made 1 special 
teams tackle…in week 5 vs Winnipeg, he had 9 punts for 403 yards…6 kick-offs for 349 yards…and made 1 of 3 FG 
attempts…he also made 2 special teams tackles…week 6, vs Calgary he  had 8 punts for 390 yards, a 48.8 yard 
average…7 kick-offs for 436 yards…and hit 2 FG for the Argos…had 4 punts for 204 yards, 7 kick-offs for 425 yards…he 
also booted 7 FG tying an Argo record for the most FG in a single regular season game…week 8, had 4 punts for 168 
yards, 4 kick-offs for 237 yards, and missed 2 FG in loss to the Eskimos…in week 9, connected on 4 of 5 FG 
attempts…had 7 punts for 358 yards – a 49.0 average and 2 single points…added 2 kick-offs for 128 yards…in week 10 
he had 8 punts for 361 yards and 4 kick-offs for 203 yards…he booted one punt for a single point…in week 11, he booted 
4 FG for the Argos ..6 punts for 315 yards…and 2 kick-offs for 118 yards…in week 12, he had 8 punts for 346 yards…4 
kick-offs for 253 yards and hit 3 FG his longest being 37 yards…in week 14, he had 7 punts for 327 yards…4 kick-offs for 
240 yards, and he connected on 1 of 3 FG attempts which was a 44 yard attempt …in week 15 against Saskatchewan, he 
had 7 punts for 314 yard, 5 kick-offs for 290 yards, made 1 of 2 FG attempts and even made 1 special teams tackle…in 
week 16, he had 7 punts for 323 yards, 4 kick-offs for 238 yards…and he connected on 2-of-3 FG, the longest being 23 
yards…in week 17, he had 8 punts for 393 yards and 1 kick-off for 63 yards…in week 18 against the Alouettes, he had 4 
punts for 177 yards, 7 kick-offs for 370 yards and connected on a 40-yard FG attempt…in week 19, he hit 2 of 3 FG 
attempts ….punted for 384 yards on 8 punts….and kicked the ball off 3 times for 179 yards. 
 
2003 Playoffs:  In the East Semi-Final, he had 6 punts for 272 yards, 6 kickoffs for 319 yards and connected on two of 3 
FG attempts…hit 1 of 2 FG attempts in East Championship…added 8 punts for 341 yards and 5 kickoffs for 286 yards. 
 
2002: Earned CFL All-Star status at Punter in 2002…he finished 2nd in the league in punting with a 46.1 yard average…he 
also took on the field-goal kicking duties in 2002 and made his mark…his most important kick of the year came in the 
Argos’ last game of the season when he nailed a 42-yard game-winning FG with 27 seconds remaining against Calgary to 
earn the team’s first playoff berth in three years…Prefontaine was perfect in the post-season, going 5 for 5 with a long of 
44 yards. 
 
2001: Spent time with three teams in three different pro leagues in a busy year…returned to the Argonauts in time for their 
game on August 25 against Saskatchewan after requesting his release from the Baltimore Ravens with whom he signed 
as a free-agent earlier in the year…in his return performance with the Argos, had 2 kickoffs for 114 yards and 10 punts for 
462 yards against the Roughriders…began the year with the Los Angeles Extreme… played in 10 games with Los 
Angeles during the regular season … along with being their punter was also listed as the team’s third quarterback …on 
April 21 in the one and only championship game in XFL history had 1 punt for 21 yards while Los Angeles demolished the 
San Francisco Demons 38-6 for the title. 
  
2000: Territorial draft pick of the Los Angeles Extreme (XFL) on November 28 … 3rd year Argo veteran had another 
spectacular season in the CFL…earned both East Division and CFL All-Star status …played 18 games. 
  
1999: Struggled on his FG in 1998, but worked on it in the off-season…named East Divisions All-Star at punter as well as 
a CFL All-Star … named the CFL special teams player of the week for his efforts against Calgary on October 9, when he 
had 11 punts for a 46.5 average and placed many of them deep into Stampeder territory … also had 4 kickoffs for a 57.3 
average and also completed a 29 yard pass to Duane Dmytryshyn on a fake punt … averaged 44.8 yards on 4 punts in 
Winnipeg October 29th, and also had 2 kickoffs for 75 yards including an attempted on-side kick … also he was forced 
into long FG formation on 5 occasions during the game as the Argos were without a long snapper due to the injury to 



Chad Folk and the fact the regular long snapper J.P. Darche did not make the trip … moved ahead of Terry Baker in the 
final week of action to finished atop the CFL in punting with a season ending 47.7 average …punted 10 times for a 35 
yard average in the East Division semi-final playoff game in Hamilton on November 14th, also had 2 kickoffs for a 46.5 
average. 
  
1998: An impressive rookie kicker with a powerful leg, Argo head coach (at the time) Don Matthews observed in training 
camp that a leg that strong had not been seen since Hank Ilesic … had an impressive 47.9 yard average on 10 punts 
including a 79 yard single in the 1998 regular season opener against Saskatchewan on July 3rd … also had 2 singles on 
missed FG in his CFL debut … his FG kicking was flawless in the home opener against Calgary on July 9th as he went 4 
for 4 including a 42-yarder … also had a great punting game with an average of 52.3 yards a punt on 6 punts including a 
whopping 75 yarder out of the Argos end zone … voted the teams’ top special teams player of the game for his effort … 
for the first time was used strictly for punting and kickoff duties on August 13 against Montreal as fellow Argo rookie Arek 
Bigos was brought in to handle FG duty…averaged 50 yards on 8 punts in the game against Montreal including a 
spectacular 86 yard single, which was the longest punt during the 1998 CFL season…finished 2nd in the CFL in punting 
with a 46.7 average…named an East Division All Star …played in his first CFL playoff game on November 8 in Montreal 
and averaged 45 yards on 6 punts. 
  
College: Started two years at San Diego State University…earned first team All-American honours during his outstanding 
senior year…also a first team All-WAC Pacific Division selection...led to a number one NCAA ranking in net punting with a 
44.9 average … set a SDSU single season record with a 46 .5 punting average in 1996 … during the year also set the 
school record for the longest single punt with a 82 yarder against New Mexico … had an average of 43.0 yards per punt in 
1995 … began his college career at Cal-State Fullerton in 1992. 
  
Personal: A criminal justice major, “Pre” spent many of his early years growing up in Montreal.  An outstanding athlete 
and quarterback during high school, Noel led El Camino High School to a 22-2 record and a CIF Championship as their 
starting quarterback.  He was named San Diego Tribune Athlete of the Year for North County as a senior.  Noel is a 
regular player on the Argos’ charity basketball team, the Courtside Boatmen and likes to golf in his spare time.
